Medoff is best known for his 1980 Tony award-winning [@éldren of a Lesser Godtarring Phyllis
Frelich. Medoff also won an Obie award for his 1973 jgldnen You Comin’ Back, Red Rydasavell
as many other awards. In 1999, he was inducted into the College of Fellows of the American Theatre.

Medoff also directs, acts and writes screenplays. He recently directed tGaifdinen on Their Birth-
days based on a short story by Truman Capote. His G@aMcKinnorpremiered at New Mexico
State University in 2001.

Medoff holds degrees from the University of Miami and Stanford University. He served on the English and
Theatre Arts faculties at New Mexico State University for twenty-seven years and he co-founded the
American Southwest Theatre Company.

Medoff and his wife, Stephanie Thorne (a former Library staff member), have three daughters. They have
made their home in Las Cruces for thirty-five years.
